ADOPTION AND SHIPPING PROCEDURES

When a person decides that they are sure they want one of our puppies, I will email them a PayPal Invoice for the $200 deposit.  They do not have to have a Paypal account to pay this way.  They can use a major credit or debit card.  The invoice is for a deposit, applied to the total price, to hold the puppy until it is old enough to be picked up or shipped.  This deposit is non-refundable.  

Once a deposit is received, I will start emailing weekly updated litter pictures and current information to the adoptive parents.  This will include eating solid food, was dewormed, got first shot, etc.  I will also email other helpful hints and information regarding the puppy.  This will continue until the puppy is ready to go.

The puppy must be PAID IN FULL on or before the day it turns 6 weeks old.  I will send another PayPal invoice for the balance before the day it turns 6 weeks old.  If the puppy is going to be picked up on the day it turns 6 weeks old, the balance can be paid in cash on that day.  If the puppy is going to be shipped or held longer than 6 weeks, and I have not received payment in full by that date, the deposit is lost and I will consider the puppy available again for adoption.  Puppies cannot be shipped until they are 8 weeks old.  

I will make flight reservations as soon as I receive the payment for the shipping, if I will be shipping with Continental.  When shipping with Delta, I cannot make the reservation until 7 days prior to the flight.  I will email flight information to the adoptive parents.  At 7 weeks of age, I will mail by USPS their registration application, Health Record and One Year Genetic Health Guarantee, with delivery confirmation.

On the day of the flight, I will email the airline WayBill number so we can track the flight online.  You will have to show your photo ID when picking the puppy up at the airport.  Please be at the airport when the flight lands, as they will not hold animals and will take them to a shelter if no one is there to pick them up.
