RE-HOMING

My policy, as is most breeder’s policy, for re-homing is:

If you find yourself in a situation where you can no longer keep your dog, you always have the option of bringing the dog back to me.  Most of the time, it has been because of new owner health or financial issues.  It is NOT my policy to buy the dog back.  I have been faced with a situation, too many times, where the new owner has not house-broken the dog, or allowed it to “rule the household”, or lack of discipline or aggression, or the dog has not had any socialization with other dogs.  I could list many other reasons, but these are just a few, as to why finding the dog a new home may be a difficult task.

When I get a dog back, the first thing I do is take it to the vet for a check-up and spay/neuter.  If the previous owner cannot produce a document proving current vaccinations, I have my vet do that too.  Then I play with the dog, check his temperament, study his socialization skills, and just keep an eye on him to see what’s going on with him.  If he is dog friendly, that’s a plus.  If he is house-broken, that’s a big plus.  I do this so that I can be totally honest with the prospective new owner.

If you want to sell your dog, it is your responsibility to run your own ads to sell him.  It is impossible to get a price for an older puppy or adult dog that you paid your breeder for your new puppy.  When I sell a re-homed dog, I am basically getting the money back that I paid to take him to the vet, and any other expenses I have had, in order to take him back and re-home him.

I also have the option of keeping the dog.
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
